
Minutes of the Stoneybrook Villas I at Gateway Homeowner’s Association
Board of Directors Meeting

July 11th, 2011  1:30PM
Approved – October 24, 2011
CALL TO ORDER:
The meeting was called to order at 1:35 PM by President Allen Ball. A quorum was established by the attendance of the following Board members:  Allen Ball, Paul Kielmeyer, Stan Targia and Marilyn Quebec. 
APPROVAL MINUTES:
The minutes of The Board of Directors for February 28th, 2011 were presented for approval. 
MOTION:  Stan Targia motioned to accept the minutes as submitted. Paul Kielmeyer seconded the motion.

VOTE:  The motion was unanimously approved.
UPDATE ON DELINQUENCIES:

There are presently seven (7) delinquent accounts at the Pavese Law Firm for collections.  Each account has a claim of lien placed on the account and no further action can be taken with the exception of filing foreclosure on those accounts.  The attorney recommended the Board consider filing a Motion to Compel for Homeowner D as the bank is not pursing the foreclosure process. 
A. Homeowner D

MOTION:  Paul Kielmeyer made a motion to approve the attorney file the Motion to Compel for        Homeowner D as recommended at a cost of $200.  Marilyn Quebec seconded the motion.

VOTE:  The motion was unanimously approved.

B. Foreclosure Proceedings

MOTION  Stan Targia made a motion stating the Association should not move forward in filing foreclosure on Homeowners A, F and G at this time.  Paul Kielmeyer seconded the motion.
VOTE:  The motion was unanimously approved.

OLD BUSINESS

A.  Approval of Electrical Work for Central Irrigation System

MOTION:  Stan Targia motioned to approve Seabreeze Electric install the necessary electrical outlet for the Central Irrigation System at a cost not to exceed $1,389.00.  Marilyn Quebec seconded the motion.

VOTE:  The motion was unanimously approved.
NEW BUSINESS:
     A.   Summer/Fall Maintenance Projects
1.  Annual Tree Trimming

MOTION:  Paul Kielmeyer motioned to approve the Horizon Tree Trimming proposal for trimming the palm and oak trees in the community at a cost of $6,345.00.  Marilyn Quebec seconded the motion.

VOTE:  The motion was unanimously approved.

2.  PCL Vegetation Trim-PCL explained the trimming of the large Bird of Paradise plants.  The Board will request PCL gently trim these plants on the individual lots.

       3.  Fall Pressure Cleaning-

a) Exterior walls-the Board will not have the exterior walls pressure cleaned due to the recent painting of each villa and the vendor’s contract which includes a pressure cleaning of each building 36 months after the painting.

b) Driveways, Walkways and gutters- the cleaning of these items will be scheduled to take place this fall.
B. New Mailboxes & Posts

The Master Association has approved a more economical mailbox/post combination for the community.  

1. Approval of purchase of 84 mailboxes and coordinating posts

 MOTION:  Paul Kielmeyer made a motion to approve the Association purchase the newly approved mailboxes and have them installed using the funds already available in the reserve account.  Stan Targia seconded the motion.

VOTE:  The motion was unanimously approved. 

2. Installation of Mailboxes

MOTION:  Stan Targia made a motion to approve Paul Kielmeyer remove and dispose of the present mailboxes and install the new mailboxes and posts at a cost of $45 per post plus the cost of materials.  Marilyn Quebec seconded the motion.

VOTE:  The motion was unanimously approved by three board members.  Paul Kielmeyer abstained from voting on this item. 

C. ARC

No action in the form of a motion was taken at this time.  The newsletter recently mailed to owners and tenants outlined the process of making changes to the front of each villa.  Those who do not adhere to those rules will be sent a letter and will be required to remove the unapproved items.

D.  Website

MOTION:  Stan Targia made a motion to approve Paul Kielmeyer continue to oversee the Stoneybrook Villas I website and that the Association place the costs affiliated with the website on the 2012 Budget as an Annual Association expense.  Allen Ball seconded the motion.

VOTE:  The motion was unanimously approved by three of the Board members.  Paul Kielmeyer abstained from voting on this item.

E.  Budget and Annual Meeting Schedule

The 2012 Budget has been scheduled for Monday, October 24th, 2011 at 5PM pending the availability of the meeting room at the Stoneybrook Clubhouse.

The Annual Membership meeting has been scheduled for Monday, January 30th, 2011 at 5PM pending the availability of the meeting room at the Stoneybrook Clubhouse.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 2:25 PM.
